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Dear Parents,

A responsibility of our staff is providing for your student's/child's safety when at school in the event of
an emergency. All Huntington Beach Union High School District school sites have an evacuation and
disaster plan. The Principal/Assistant Principal and staff are prepared to make prompt and responsible
decisions in the event of an emergency or disaster that could threaten the safety of the students.

The need to close a school and/or evacuate the students before the regularly scheduled closing time
could arise from a relatively minor emergency such as a prolonged interruption of power or from a
major event such as fire, earthquake, or severe storm. At times, communication and/or transportation
may be disrupted.

In the event of a major disaster, information will be disseminated in a number of ways, including:

o Broadcast by local radio and local television stations, or the internet
e Automated telephone calls as designated by emergency cards
e Communication in the local newspapers and, as possible, posted at the individual school site

Student Release Policy

e No student will be dismissed from school unless a parent (or individual designated by a
parent) comes for him/her.

e No student will be allowed to leave with another person, even a relative, unless we have
written parent or guardian permission or that person is listed on the student's Emergency
Medical Release Form in our files and shows identification

e All parents or designated persons who come for students must be released from site
designated student release area.

We do ask for your help in the following ways:

Make sure your emergency card is updated annually or as soon as information changes
Please do not call the school. It is essential that telephone lines be kept open for emergency
calls. Wait for automated call from the school or district administration.

* Do not immediately drive to the school. The school access route and street entrance areas
must remain clear for emergency vehicles and/or may be blocked by debris.

During the school year your child will be trained in the necessary emergency procedures. She/he will
learn how to react, where to assemble, and what to expect in an emergency situation. We have
several staff members with first aid training, and we collaborate and communicate with the police and
fire department in emergency situations as well as other community agencies.

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Estimados padres,

Una responsabilidad de nuestro personal es proveer la seguridad de su estudiante/nifio en caso que occura
una emergencia mientras este en la escuela. Todas las escuelas en el Distrito Escolar Huntington Beach
Union High tienen un plan de desastre y evacuacion. El Director/Subdirector y el personal estan listos para
tomar decisiones rapidas y responsables en caso de una emergencia o desastre que podria amenazar la
seguridad de los estudiantes.

La necesidad de cerrar una escuela y/o evacuar a los estudiantes antes de la hora de cierre regularmente
prevista podria presentarse debido a una emergencia relativamente menor como una interrupcion
prolongada de energia o por una situacion seria como incendio, terremoto, o tormenta severa. A veces, la
comunicacion y/o transportacion pueden ser interrumpidos.

En caso de un desastre serio, la informaciéon sera diseminada de varios modos, incluso:

e Transmitida por radio local y estaciones de television locales, o por el Internet.
e |lamadas automaticas por teléfono designadas por las tarjetas de emergencia
e Comunicacion en los periddicos locales y, cuando sea posible, anuncios en la escuela individual

Politica de Entrega de Estudiantes

e Ningun estudiante ser& despedido de la escuela a menos que un padre (o individuo designado por
un padre) venga por él o ella.

e Ningun estudiante ser&a permitido salir con otra persona, aunque sea un pariente, al menos que
téngamos permiso escrito por un padre o tutor legal o aquella persona estéa incluida en el Formulario
de Autorizacion Médica de Emergencia en nuestros archivos y muestra su identificacion.

e Todos los padres o personas designadas que vienen por los estudiantes deben ser despedidos del
area designada para la entrega de estudiantes en cada escuela.

Les pedimos su ayuda en los siguientes modos:

e Aseguren gue su tarjeta de emergencia es actualizada anualmente o tan pronto como cambie la
informacion.

e Por favor no llame a la escuela. Es esencial que las lineas telefénicas se queden abiertas para las
llamadas de emergencia. Espere la llamada automatizada de la escuela o de la administracion del
distrito.

e No manejen inmediatamente a la escuela. La ruta de acceso escolar y las areas de entrada a la
escuela deben permanecer abiertas para los vehiculos de emergencia y/o pueden ser bloqueadas
por obstrucciones.

Durante el afio escolar, su nifio sera entrenado en los procedimientos necesarios de emergencia. Aprendera
como reaccionar, donde reunirse, y que esperar en una situacion de emergencia. Tenemos a varios
empleados con formacion de primeros auxilios, y colaboramos y nos comunicamos con el departamento de
policia y bomberos en situaciones de emergencia asi como con otras agencias en la comunidad.
